Ceramics 1, Intro. To Clay
Lesson 2- Hollow Form


Step-by-step for Hollow Form
1. Begin with a piece of clay (smaller than the size we used for the pinch pot).
2.  Wedge the clay. Form it into a ball. Insert thumb until you can feel the pressure on the other side- the bottom should be ¼” in thickness.
3. *DEMONSTRATION* Instead of the pinching method we used for the pinch pot, use a push and lifting motion. Push in a little and pull the clay that falls between your fingers upwards. 
(The bottom needs to be round, like an egg.
(Don’t worry about the rim (we will be blending it in to our second pinch pot), but the walls still need to be consistently the same thickness.

4. Smooth the inside completely.
5. *DEMONSTRATION* Construct second pinch pot- needs to be smaller OR larger in width than your first pinch pot. 

(Constantly compare your second pinch pot with your first until they can just barely fit into each other. You want to have to wiggle them together.
(Widen rim if needed. *DEMONSTRATION*

6. Smooth inside of second pinch pot completely.
7. *DEMONSTRATION* Wiggle one pinch pot into the other. Blend together.
(The purpose of blending is to seal all holes and lock the air in like a balloon. If there are any holes this will not work. DO NOT USE WATER. If your pinch pot appears to fall in that if okay- call me over if you are concerned. You can add small amounts of clay only to shallow dips and cracks.

8. *DEMONSTRATION* Paddle clay to create round shape. Keep rotating and moving paddle to form a round hollow form.

9.  Smooth to perfection. You can add clay and blend at this stage.
10. Poke three holes (and carve your initials and period) in the bottom of your hollow form to allow the inside and outside to get leatherhard.

11. *DEMONSTRATION* Sketch four thumbnail ideas for your animal caricature design and features.
